We are working on “Letter of the Week” each week. The activities of each week will focus on that letter. We also have a “Zoo Phonics” program that make learning the sounds of each letter interactive and fun. You may want to ask your child each day what letter we worked on and what sound it makes. Then point that letter out as you notice it around your house, driving or in stores.

Examples:
“What letter does this cereal start with?”  
“What letter does the stop sign start with?”

“Can you find the M on this package of macaroni and cheese?”

This will help them start to associate letters and their sounds with reading.

Skills:

Teaching children to button or zip their coat and pants, bathroom wiping, opening their own lunch items and how to put on their own shoes are skills Kindergarten Teachers like children to have mastered. We actively encourage this at preschool. Working on these skills at home can also be helpful. Independence and learning how to tend to their own needs will help them to succeed in Kindergarten.
